uninstall it from your computer first. Click on Start, open the Control Panel and in 

Add or Remove Programs select the Get Feedback from PowerPoint item and click on

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7.  By defa ult, Get Feedback from PowerPoint  is installed in the directory C: \ Program 

Files \ Get Feedback from PowerPoint. If you would prefer to install the software 

elsewhere, click Change  and choose your preferred location using the Choose Folder  

dialog.

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Installin g the hardware  
 

Get Feedback from PowerPoint  uses the latest in patented audience response RF (Radio 

Frequency) technologies. Using one or more Merida Base Units connected to a PC, your 

audience can communicate reliably and instantly with the Get Feedback from PowerPoint  

software using wireless Meridia RF keypads.  

 

Each Meridia Base Unit supports up to 500 wireless RF keypads, gathering the responses 

from the keypads and sending the data directly to Get Feedback from PowerPoint . There is 

no limit to the num ber of Base Units that can be used in a meeting or event and therefore 

no limit to the number of voting participants using keypads.  

 
Note: Meridia keypads and bases will be shipped to you preprogrammed to Base ID 9 
unless otherwise specified.  When using m ultiple bases simultaneously, you will need to 
assign one of the bases, and its corresponding keypads, to a different Base ID.  See 

Advanced Base Settings and About the Keypads in the Get Feedback user guide for 
more information.  

 

The hardware installation  procedure described below only needs to be performed once ï the 

first time the Meridia Base Unit is connected to a given computer.  Once hardware 

installation has completed successfully, the Meridia Base Unit is ready to be used as soon as 

it is connected  to the computer.

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1. Insert the Get Feedback from PowerPoint  installation CD in your computerôs CD drive.

Windows 

must be running in order to auto -detect the hardware. If a Meridia Base Unit has not been 

previously installed on the computer, Windows displays a Found New Hardware  message, 

and launches the Found New Hardware Wizard.
